“It’s difficult to push the wheelchair Bucky had on sandy beaches and dirt trails,” Hellems says. 

“The TankChair can go just about anywhere – over roots, in water and through snow.”
Hellems and Getzwiller started a website, www . tankchair4bucky . com, to raise funds for the chair. 

When The San Diego Union-Tribune ran a story about their efforts in February, their fundraising quickly 
accelerated.

They initially wanted to raise $20,000 for a new chair, but were able to buy a used chair at nearly 
half the cost.

“I’m shocked,” Hellems says. “Having people donate nearly $11,000 in this economy is awesome.”
In one sense, though, it’s not surprising that so many people are moved by Bucky’s story.
“It’s inspiring to see Bucky remain positive when he’s had something so important taken away from 

him,” Hellems says. “He’s got a real zest for life and is determined to continue doing the things he 
loves to do.”
